In operation since 2005, StreetSmart South Africa, a conduit fundraising initiative, has been steadily working 
to raise funds for initiatives and programmes that support the greater process of social normalisation of street 
children. The second part of our work is to concentise the public not to give children money on the streets. 

StreetSmart raises money via participating restaurants, and distributes these funds directly to established 
charities that have the experience and facilities to help children in need back on their feet. 

Participating restaurants display a StreetSmart card on the table informing patrons that a R5.00 donation will 
be added to their bill.  They will have the option to give more than R5.00 (or not give at all). This donation will 
be registered separately in the restaurant till.  
 
Diners should see their donation reflected on their restaurant bill.  People supporting StreetSmart restaurants 
will be consciously contributing to the betterment of street children.     

 
StreetSmart South Africa is registered as a Public Benefit Organisation and a Non-Profit Organisation, and 
managed by a board of volunteers, an administrator and volunteers. 
The long-term vision is to develop a StreetSmart South Africa, with key restaurants in major centers 
embracing the StreetSmart campaign. This will raise money and develop a national awareness of and 
compassion for, homeless children.

Report of the Independent Auditors 
 
To the members of StreetSmart Homeless Children's Charity South Africa 

We have audited the accompanying annual financial statements of StreetSmart Homeless Children's Charity South Africa, which comprise the directors' report, the 
statement of financial position as at 31 December 2010, the statement of comprehensive income, the statement of changes in equity and statement of cash flows for 
the year then ended, a summary of significant accounting policies and other explanatory notes, as set out on pages 6 to 13. 
 
Directors' Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

The company's directors are responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these annual financial statements in accordance with International Financial 
Reporting Standards, and in the manner required by the Companies Act of South Africa as amended. This responsibility includes: designing, implementing and 
maintaining internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of annual financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to 
fraud or error; selecting and applying appropriate accounting policies; and making accounting estimates that are reasonable in the circumstances. 

Auditors' Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these annual financial statements based on our audit. We conducted our audit in accordance with International 
Standards on Auditing. Those standards require that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance whether the 
annual financial statements are free from material misstatement. 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the annual financial statements. The procedures selected 
depend on the auditors' judgement, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the annual financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. 
In making those risk assessments, the auditors' considers internal control relevant to the entity’s preparation and fair presentation of the annual financial statements 
in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s 
internal control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of accounting estimates made by the 
directors, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of the annual financial statements. 

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinion. 

Qualification 

In common with similar organisations, it is not feasable for the organisation to institute accounting controls over cash collections from donations prior to initial entry 
of the collections and bequests in the accounting records. Accordingly, it was impracticable for us to extend our examination beyond the receipts actually recorded. 

Qualified Opinion 

In our opinion, except for the effects of the matters described in the preceding paragraph, the annual financial statements present fairly, in all material respects the 
financial position of company as of 31 December 2010, and of its financial performance and its cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with International 
Financial Reporting Standards. 

Supplementary Information 

We draw your attention to the fact that the supplementary information set out on page 14 does not form part of the annual financial statements and is presented as 
additional information. We have not audited this information and accordingly do not express an opinion thereon.

StreetSmart continues to increase income. In 2010 a total of R1,299,023 was raised in donations, 
fundraisers and administration funds.  
 
Donation reports showed a new entry in specified donations. These were corporate donations by 
the Rupert Foundation and Lombardi Foods, for StreetSmart beneficiaries in Franschhoek,  
Cape Town and Helderberg specifically. This contributed to StreetSmart being able to increase its 
ground level effect to a large extent.  
 
Special thanks to classical guitarist, James Grace, who offered a fundraising performance for 
StreetSmart. We raised R19,440.00 on the night towards much needed administration funds. Our 
heartfelt thanks to Mia and Jan Peter van der Wenden in Den Haag for donating R19,068.32 in 
lieu of wedding gifts, and Electrix in Hout Bay, for donating R10,000.00.
